Creative Project Schedule

1. Welcome and Introduction Round
o Greet participants and introduce the class. Allow them to share what they’re
hoping to achieve during the session.
2. Table Setup for Painting
o Set up each table with art materials: watercolor paper, brushes, water
containers, and a palette of paints. Create a clean, inspiring workspace for
each participant.
3. Watercolor Demonstration and Techniques
o Teach basic watercolor techniques such as wet-on-wet, layering, and color
blending, with a focus on painting autumn leaves.

4. Hands-On Painting Session
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o Participants will paint their own version of autumn leaves, using provided
templates or real leaves for inspiration.
5. Mid-Session Break with Drinks and Snacks
o Offer light refreshments like herbal teas or apple cider, and simple snacks like
nuts or cookies to enhance the cozy atmosphere.

feel.
